The White Heart in Penistone dates back over 700 years to 1376 and is the oldest public house in
Penistone. For most of its 700 years the premises were known as The White Hart and its sign was the
badge of King Richard the second. The White Hart became connected with the Grammar school at

a very early date, and it was noted in 1604 that in a charity commission enquiry in to the revenues of
the school, the croft of John Leadbeater of the White Hart paid 3d per annum to the school master.

In later years the White Hart was used as a coaching inn and notorious criminals who were being
transported from the jail in Sheffield to be hung in Manchester would stay over for the night.
The upper part of the current restaurant being the former jail house.

The White Heart now has a wonderful function room,
